Revelation 19:19-21 And I saw the beast,
and the kings of the earth, and their
armies, gathered together to make war
against Him that sat on the horse, and
against His army. And the beast was taken,
and with him the false prophet that
wrought miracles before him, with which
he deceived them that had received the
mark of the beast, and them that wor-
shipped his image. These both were cast
alive into a lake of fire burning with
brimstone. And the remnant were slain
with the sword of Him that sat upon the
horse. (See also Revelation 16:12-17;
17:12-14.)

1 Corinthians 15:51,52 Behold, I show you

a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we
shall all be changed, in a moment, in the
twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for
the trumpet shall sound, and the dead
shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall
be changed.

The Judgement Seat of Christ:

2 Corinthians 5:10 For we must all appear
before the judgment seat of Christ; that
every one may receive the things done in
his body, according to that he hath done,
whether it be good or bad.

Daniel 12:2,3 And many of them that sleep in
the dust of the earth shall awake, some to
everlasting life, and some to shame and
everlasting contempt. And they that be wise
shall shine as the brightness of the firma-
ment; and they that turn many to righteous-
ness as the stars for ever and ever.

The Great White Throne Judgement:

Revelation 20:11,12 And I saw a great white
throne, and Him that sat on it, from
Whose face the earth and the heaven fled
away; and there was found no place for
them. And I saw the dead, small and great,
stand before God; and the books were
opened: And another book was opened,
which is the book of life: And the dead
were judged out of those things which
were written in the books, according to
their works.

Revelation 20:15 And whosoever was not
found written in the book of life was cast
into the lake of fire.

The Millennium:
