Introduction

These prayers lead us into an immediate and dynamic
encounter with the living God.

For centuries Christians of all traditions have adopted the
practice of praying the Bible. In doing this their prayers
have sprung to life.

The Church has long recognised that all scripture is ‘God-
breathed’ and has therefore encouraged believers to study
the Bible and to embrace its teaching in their lives.

These prayers are all taken from the scriptures. The basic
narrative has not been changed, but references to God
have been transposed from ‘He’ to ‘You’. Also in most
cases, ‘we’ has been personalised to ‘I’. Thus the prayers
take on a special importance for our private devotions and
our personal walk with the Lord.

These are just a few of the many parts of the Bible which
can be used powerfully in our prayer life and it is hoped
that in the future this selection will be extended.

In praying in this manner we are led to experience the real
presence of God as our loving Father, as our Saviour in
Jesus and as the powerful Holy Spirit who is truth and love.



God’s Power

You Lord, my God, are God of gods and Lord of lords, the great God,
mighty and awesome. (Deut. 10.17) NIV
